TERMS 
 

No entry money will be refunded unless due to illness or injury and notification of such 
received 24hrs prior to the Show supported by a Doctor’s note or Veterinary report. 
 
Parking facilities are available adjacent to the Showfield for horse boxes and trailers.  
Driver and competitor only admitted free of charge – all others will be expected to pay 
show admission fee of £10 all classes (under 5s free).  Gate 2 will open at 7am for 
competitor’s parking.  Please take litter home or use bins provided. 
 
Stallions – rider/handler must be over 18 years of age 
All horses, excluding In Hand classes, must be 4 yrs or over 
 
Hard hats to the current British Standard (PAS 015) must be worn when mounted and by 
all under 16 yrs as at 01.01.2026 either mounted or in hand. 
ALL competitors 16 yrs and under as at 01.01.2026 must wear body protection in the 
Working Hunter Section 
 
There is no water available on the Showfield. 
 
Riders must stay in the designated areas especially when entering or leaving the ring 
 
No driving or long reining/lungeing permitted except for in Class 40 
 
The Committee cannot be responsible for the clashing of classes.  No classes will be 
delayed whilst awaiting entrants from another ring.  No swapping of classes permitted 
once entries accepted.  Classes may be amalgamated if insufficient entries or split if 
entries warrant.  No refunds are offered for horses retired from their classes. 
 
The Judges decision is final.  Anyone using abusive language to anyone will be asked to 
leave the Showfield. 
 
Entries £8 per class up to 12.07.2026 via ENTRYMASTER ( + transaction fee) after 
which entries will be taken on the day from 8am up until the start of that class.  
Puissance Class £8 before the day as above or £10 on the day from 3pm only

This class is open to BPS and Non BPS members but only BPS members and regd BPS 
Horses/Ponies can qualify direct for the 2026 BPS National Championships. Championship 
qualifier cards will be awarded to the 3 highest placed members on production of their current 
membership card in the ring. A Pre-BPS National Championship qualifying card will be awarded 
to the 3 highest placed Non BPS members. Application for Membership and Horse/Pony 
registration must be applied for within 14days of qualification to compete at the BPS National 
Championships. 
Colour awards will only be awarded in In-Hand classes ( where judged by a BPS Panel Judge) to 
current BPS members on production of membership card in the ring. *NO CARD NO AWARD.* 
Palomino classes are open to all Palomino horses/ponies, Blue eyes and Sabino markings are not 
allowed in Palomino classes but can be shown in Cream Dilute Classes.  A Cream dilute can be 
Buckskin, Smokey Black, Cremello, Perlino, and Smokey Cream.   Coloured horses and ponies 
carrying the cream gene are also eligible for cream dilute classes eg. Lemon and White.
